StartatSt. Aubin’s,which is lined with restaurants facing towards
the glistening harbour. Mosey around the shops and be sure to pop
into Belle Gourmand Deli for some genuine Jersey produce from
cheese to sea salt. This walk takes you along the harbour frontand
up GhostHill - a steep incline but worth the effort. Atthe top of the
hillgetyour breath back along a flatter road along the headland
reaching Noirmont Point and experience arguably some ofthe most

breathtaking coastal scenes on the island.
